For information on road closures
outside Olympic National Park,
consult maps produced either
by the Washington Department
of Natural Resources or by the
U.S. Forest Service.

Most reefs, rocks, islets, and
islands except the James
Island group between 47°34'
and 48°23' north latitude are
national wildlife refuges

that lie within Olympic National
Park. They are off limits to
visitors, and boats must remain
200 yards from the islands.
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Use caution when hiking the
beaches. Sudden high waves
can pick up beach logs and
turn them into weapons; they
kill. Use the posted headland
trails to avoid being trapped
by high tides. Get the “Olympic
Coastal Strip” folder at a
ranger station before hiking

on the coast.
