Generate literature review - Al can help you drafting a literature review section starting
from a set of relevant papers

Paraphrase and reword - Al can help you express ideas in different ways, ensuring
clarity and conciseness

Improve writing style - Al can offer suggestions for sentence structure, word choice,

and overall flow



Abstract drafting - Al can draft a concise abstract that captures the gist of your
research
